FACE-TO-FACE

This 68-year-old gentleman is being evaluated for face-to-face. He suffers from endstage COPD, atherosclerosis, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and is currently on hospice because of Lewy body dementia.
He lives with his son Derrick who tells me that father has been eating very little. He has lost one-half pound since last visit. He has a KPS score of 40%. He is weak. He is very confused. He has thoughts of hallucination, sundowner’s syndrome and very difficult at times to keep him happy.

He is more ADL dependent, and at times, has become bowel and bladder incontinent which is new from previous evaluation.

The patient’s other morbidities include atherosclerotic heart disease, shortness of breath, weakness, decreased mentation. The patient requires either his son or someone around the clock to care for him and to watch over him because of his advanced Lewy body dementia associated with hallucination and increased confusion.
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
