CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 20-year-old female with palpitations.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 20-year-old female who reports palpitations of several years’ duration. They had gone away, but then returned abruptly. She reports having worn a monitor and was found to have AV block. She reports sternal pain, but no exertional chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Palpitations.

2. Fatigue.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: An uncle died of myocardial infarction in his 40s.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking. She notes occasional alcohol and marijuana use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has fatigue.

Gastrointestinal: She has nausea, vomiting, and abdominal pain. She further describes having diarrhea and constipation. She reports having hemorrhoids.

Genitourinary: She has history of urinary infection.

Musculoskeletal: She has pains involving her hip.

Neurologic: She has headaches. She has history of childhood seizures. She has dizziness. She reports memory impairment.

Psychiatric: She reports nervousness, depression, and difficulty arising.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 116/60, pulse 87, respiratory rate 16, height 64.5 inches, and weight 153 pounds.

The remainder of the examination is unremarkable.

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DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus arrhythmia with a rate of 74 bpm. ECG is otherwise unremarkable.

She reportedly had a Zio Patch, which demonstrated AV block. I will need to review her Zio Patch. In the interim, we will order echocardiogram. I will see her following her echocardiogram.
