This is a 72-year-old woman who is being seen for face-to-face evaluation today. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director.
The patient is currently on hospice with history of dementia. She also suffers from CHF, diabetes, hypotension, pulmonary embolus, syncope, obesity, and hypoxemia. The patient was found to have a blood pressure of 138/94, O2 saturation was 98% on room; she is not using her oxygen at this time, and pulse was 78. The patient knows her name and does not know the year or where she is. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is confused. She has issues with sundowner syndrome, which actually have improved with the lower dose of Remeron because she is sleeping better. She belongs to New York Heart Association Class II with shortness of breath with activity. PPS is at 40%. KPS is at 40%. She has not had significant change in her MAC. Overall prognosis remains poor, continues to show decreased mentation consistent with dementia.
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
