HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 31-year-old young man who is undergoing transition with high dose tablets. He is under the care of specialists. He comes in today after he had an ingrown hair in his nose and has developed a very red-hot inflamed upper lip. The patient has no fever. No chills. Does not have any dental caries, but he does have what looks like lymphadenopathy in his neck as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: Estradiol almost 4 mg a day for transitioning. He was born a male, but he identifies with a female. He is transgender male. 
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Uterine cancer, skin cancer in grandmother.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasionally drinks alcohol. He works for Wal-Mart.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 158 pounds. O2 sat 99% on room air. Temperature 98.7. Respiratory rate 20. Pulse 88. Blood pressure 120/79.
HEENT: There is redness heat. Evidence of cellulitis, but no abscess formation, upper lip along with nose along the nostril on the left side.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Cellulitis upper lip.

2. Rocephin 1 g now.

3. Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d.

4. Come back in two days to recheck.

5. Hormonal therapy for transitioning to a transgender female since he was born a male.

6. If develops fever or chills or any abscess formation, he will call us right away.

7. He probably benefits from blood work, but he states he gets his blood work done at the physician that gives him his hormones.

8. He does have copious amount of lymphadenopathy in his neck that was shown on the ultrasound.
9. His liver and kidneys are within normal limits.

10. Bladder looks normal.
