HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old little girl. Father brings her in today due to an injury to her right index finger distal aspect. Apparently, she has got potentially something wedged underneath her fingernail with some discoloration. There is no bleeding. It looks very mild at this point, but redness is setting in. She does not complain of any significant pain. She tells me at times it hurts.
Father is wanting me to remove whatever is there. Once again, it is superficial. However, this little girl 9 years old, she will not let me touch that finger and she refuses to allow any injection of lidocaine. So, we are going to give her some antibiotics to ward off any impending infection and they are going to give few days and talk about her at home possibly come back here in few days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, a delightful little girl.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 97. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.4. Oxygenation 100%. 

HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Nontender. Bowel sounds are present.
Examination of that right index finger just stated above, there is some erythema to the distal end. It looks as though there is possible object foreign body obviously very small in nature underneath the nail bed of that right index finger. It appears to go in about an eighth of an inch directly under the nail bed, but once again, they do not want anything done with it today.
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Definitely erythema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cellulitis to that distal index finger. The patient will be placed on amoxicillin. They are going to go home and talk about if she is willing to come back and allow me to remove it using lidocaine injection as well. I have discussed all this with the father.
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
