DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a 63-year-old white female that is followed because of CKD stage IIIB. The patient was placed on Jardiance and the medication for blood pressure has been increased. Today, the patient comes for a regular followup. In the latest laboratory workup that was on 11/18/2023, the serum creatinine down to 1.5, the BUN 13, the estimated GFR up to 39 mL/min. The excretion of proteinuria is less than 300 mg/g of creatinine.

2. The patient has borderline hypercalcemia with a slight increase in the PTH and highly suggestive of primary hyperparathyroidism.

3. The patient had enlargement of the thyroid. The thyroid biopsy was done today.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

5. Hemoglobin A1c is 6.4. The patient has significant improvement of the general condition; has lost 11 pounds, blood pressure is under control, blood sugar is under control, hyperlipidemia is under control.

6. The vitamin D deficiency is supplemented. Reevaluation in four months.

I invested 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes with the patient and 10 minutes with the documentation.
