She does have a smaller one that remains with her in the room. The patient states that she is having trouble sleeping; that her appetite is fair; she does come down to the dining room and has people that she will sit with. Tonight, she was engaged in conversation for a long period of time with one of the male residents, but it was appropriate in the way they were positioned and seemed to have a really decent conversation.
