HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-month-old little boy. He is here today. Mother states that he has cough and runny nose. He has had these symptoms since yesterday. No verbalization of fevers. He seems to be eating well. He plays well. Normal bathroom habit as far as he has 6 to 10 wet diapers daily. There is no change in his bowel movements.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. He seems alert. He has good eye contact, not excessively distressed when I attempt to examine him, father is holding him on his lap through the exam today.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Minimal amount of cerumen in each canal bilaterally. I can accurately visualize the tympanic membranes. They are within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area is non-erythematous. Oral mucosa moist.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test, it was negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: This looks to me as a routine common cold and rhinitis. The patient will be given Histex PD 0.3 mL b.i.d. p.r.n. cough and rhinitis #30 mL. They are going to give him plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, continue to monitor symptoms or call me if things change.
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
