HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 2-year-old little boy. Mother brings him in due to having left-sided ear pain. Apparently, he was trying to clean his ears and he injured the ear where it started to bleed. She is here for that evaluation today. No other issues verbalized.
He maintains his normal activities; touching the ear, however, he is very sensitive toward that.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake and alert. He interacts well with me through the exam. Good eye contact. He is not excessively distressed during the examination today.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: On the left side, there is obvious drainage from that ear with blood. Inside, it does look edematous and erythematous. The patient will need antibiotic therapy today. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory pattern is observed.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute left-sided otitis media, difficult to tell if there is a puncture to the tympanic membrane. At this time, we will have to monitor this. He will have to return to clinic in a few days.
2. There is drainage from that ear, bright red blood, nothing excessive however.
3. As above, otitis media and possible tympanic membrane rupture. The patient will be given Ciprodex drops and amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days. Return to clinic in three days for followup.
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
