CC: Followup post cataract surgery.

HPI: A 75-year-old who had both eyes operated on. One eye was on 10/04/23 and the second was on 10/25/23 and when I go in today, he is watching television. No glasses on. I asked how his vision is postop and he looked at me with a smile on his face and he said it is perfect and he said that his vision is better than it was when he had his glasses on. He does acknowledge that he is having some problems with really fine print and he will take his glasses like a magnifying glass and use them to read then. He does have followup with ophthalmology and told him to talk to them about what his prescription would be to look for over-the-counter readers and I explained those to him. Otherwise, he is doing well. He is cooperative with care, his medications and occasionally he will come out for meals, but generally stays in his room, but will often have his door opened.
DIAGNOSES: Followup post bilateral cataract surgery, left BKA with prosthesis, COPD, seasonal allergies, pain management, and FeSO4 anemia.

MEDICATIONS: Depakote 250 mg 8 a.m. and 8 p.m., omeprazole 20 mg b.i.d., nebulizers t.i.d., Senna Plus b.i.d., Zoloft 100 mg q.d., NaCl 1 g tablets two tablets t.i.d., trazodone 100 mg h.s., D3 2000 IUs q.d., and B12 1000 mcg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular NAS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Thin older male seated comfortably in the same chair watching TV.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/80, pulse 70, temperature 98.5, respirations 18, and weight 130 pounds, a weight gain of 2 pounds.
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HEENT: Male pattern baldness. No corrective lenses in place. Sclerae are clear. No squinting. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. His left BKA has a sock over the stump. There is no edema and he has no edema of his right lower extremity.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. He is cooperative. Speech is clear. He is able to give information and affect congruent with how happy he is about his visual change.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Post bilateral cataracts extraction with lens implant. His vision is great. He is very happy. Followup is scheduled. He does not know the exact date, but I told him to ask about checking for what his prescription would be for over-the-counter readers. So, he will do that.

2. General care. He is doing very well. He uses his prosthesis occasionally and will walk around his room and occasionally within in place. He will sit in his wheelchair and propel himself around. I told him that it would be good to start practicing walking.
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
