CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 71-year-old with moderate dementia, no behavioral issues and DM-II. The patient had hemoglobin A1c done in the beginning of this year and it was found to be 7.3. She was then started on medication. She was started on glipizide 5 mg with breakfast and lunch and that was started in October. Somehow this issue with her DM-II got put by the wayside as she had some ER visits, hospital stays, skilled care stays, and now it has been attended to. She had an A1c just done and it returns at 11.5. So, I reassured her that we are to be doing some adjustment. In addition to the glipizide previously mentioned, the patient has been on Actos 30 mg at 6 p.m.
DIAGNOSES: DM-II, moderate dementia without BPSD, peripheral neuropathy, impaired mobility uses a wheelchair, osteoporosis, HTN, insomnia, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/23/23 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: Regular NAS.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Overweight female, pleasant, seated in her wheelchair that she was propelling.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 160/80, pulse 89, temperature 98.2, respirations 16, and weight 148 pounds, a weight gain of 1.4 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is in a wheelchair that she can propel. She does so without difficulty. She has trace lower extremity edema. She moves arms in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Affect appropriate. Speech is clear. Oriented x2. She is not able to give any much of her own personal history or information to include regarding her diabetes.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: DM-II. A1c is 11.6. I am adjusting her glipizide to 10 mg with each meal breakfast, lunch and dinner and Actos is increased to 45 mg at 6 p.m. and she will have daily FSBS and we will make any adjustments as needed.
