CC: Medication issue.

HPI: A 91-year-old whose oncologist Dr. Hollen has switched practices from Northwest Oklahoma City to now joining the Stephenson Cancer Center at OU. He generally prescribes the patient’s Ativan; since he changed practices, he did not fill the patient’s medication and the patient was not able to get the new practice to do it as he was not an established patient. He was very upset about this, requested that I fill it right now, call it into the pharmacy. I asked the patient what it was he was requesting, he had a tantrum and stormed off, he wanted me to stop what I was doing and take care of his problem. The DON was called and she went and addressed it with him. As it turns out, I explained to him what he needed is a controlled substance and cannot be called in nor can a hard script be written, so it was processed through my office this afternoon and I signed off on it, told him that and then it was delivered here to the facility. The patient did not acknowledge what the DON had done for him, what I had done for him, just kind of assumes that someone is going to do what he needs to have done and go on his merry way. The patient spends most of his time in his room unless he is out walking his dog, he and his wife come out for meals, he continues to complain about every meal; however, he eats everything on his plate, I do not know that he sees the contradiction there. Today, is his wife’s birthday and he did get a large birthday cake for her and shared it with the other residents mid afternoon.

DIAGNOSES: B-cell chronic lymphocytic leukemia, HTN, HLD, nocturia, and HOH with bilateral cochlear implants that are not working.

MEDICATIONS: Coreg 3.125 mg b.i.d., lorazepam 1 mg q.d., MVI q.d., and PreserVision q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was seated quietly on the couch. He made eye contact. He said a few words, made aware that his medication had been signed off on and he could either go pick it up depending on how much hurry he was in or wait until it is delivered here, he chose the latter.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/80, pulse 80, temperature 98.0, respirations 18, and weight 178 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. Moves his arms in a normal range of motion. No lower extremity edema. He has had no falls.

NEURO: Orientation x2-3. Speech is clear. He is able to make his needs known, ask questions as appropriate and can be impatient.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Anxiety, treated with Ativan 1 mg q.d. that is filled and available whether he will choose to have it go through me or through Dr. Hollen remains to be seen.

2. B-cell CLL, stable, in remission. The patient states he will continue to follow with Dr. Hollen and has appointment scheduled with him at OU Stephenson Cancer Center 02/20/2024.

3. General care. The patient is pretty independent; on a rare occasion, he needs help, he will ask for it. He has also had labs as recent as July, no need for labs at this time.
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
