HPI: A 77-year-old seen in room. I went into see her as it continues to be reported to me that she is refusing medication. I went in and asked her about this she adamantly denies that she is refusing things, but rather stated she does not get her medication because there is a consistency who gives the meds out. I let her out go on and then we started talking about what she is doing and she told me that she just saw Dr. Virk her cardiologist this week and goes back to see him on 12/01. There has not been discussion regarding Watchman’s procedure as she had previously explained it to me the first visit was to discuss it, make a decision and then plan a date that has not occurred. With more talking she just blurted out that she does not want to give up her other doctors which would include Dr. Virk and Dr. Wright the hepatologist who has seen her earlier this year did paracentesis x3, but I told her that he did not feel that she could have any further procedures. She does not have an appointment with him pending. She was finally able to with me asking so you are not ready for hospice and then she stated that she did not want hospice.

DIAGNOSES: End stage liver disease with cirrhosis and ascites, HTN, HLD, depression, and MCI of the vascular nature and loss of ambulation requires wheelchair.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/08/23.

ALLERGIES: Multiple see chart.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Now DNR.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient in apartment watching television, she was casual and engaging.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/70, pulse 75, respirations 16 and weight 116 pounds.
HEENT: Her eyes are bit roomy. Nares patent. She coughed and expectoration had green in it.

RESPIRATORY: Her airway sounded tight. She was moving air to the bases but had a prolonged expiratory phase.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Code status after discussion, the patient to states that she did not want DNR status and had thought she already had that in place so order is written and form placing chart.

2. SOB with cough and discolored sputum. The patient states that she is having problems getting her inhalers, so I have written order that her Breo-Ellipta, Flonase and Spiriva are to be given to the patient for bedside use and she will self administer. Mucinex DM one p.o. q.12h. routine for three days and p.r.n., as to antibiotic the patient has multiple medical allergies and will try the above treatment.
3. Medication review, I have discontinued five nonessential medications and change to p.r.n.

4. End-stage liver disease with cirrhosis. The patient states she wants to keep Dr. Wright as a physician however she has not seen him and most likely six months and now she has tried to contact him without success then she will need to speak with him directly to learn that there may not be anything further to do for her liver disease. 

5. Cardiac, she sees Dr. Virk on 12/01, I am not sure what that will concern, she stated he told her he would just talk to her when she was in the office and there is no schedule for the Watchman procedure.

6. Social. She is going to talk to her family about the fact that she does not feel ready for hospice and that she wants to see what further can be done for her.
