CC: Medication issue.
HPI: A 91-year-old with mild psoriasis and patchy areas of dryness, hydrocortisone cream was ordered and used with benefit, it is no longer seemingly needed, so staff requested just discontinue order. The patient was seen sitting up in her wheelchair in the dayroom with other residents. She looked around, she smiled when I approached her she made eye contact, which she did not talk. She was able to propel her manual wheelchair with her feet and seemed easy for her lower extremities, she had trace edema at her ankle and distal pretibial area, moved her arms in normal range of motion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

NEURO: Orientation to self. Her daughter had been in earlier and her daughter spent time to talking to her. The patient would look at her within just look around, it was not clear that she knew exactly who she was though so she seemed comfortable with her.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medication discontinuation, order written to discontinue hydrocortisone cream and will watch those areas for needed future treatment.
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
