HPI: A 82-year-old in rooms we are reviewing an UA that was obtained last week when she complained of urinary urgency. At that time, I told that there were other reasons besides UTI for urinary urgency and suggested that she tried medication for overactive bladder, she was started on tolterodine 2 mg b.i.d. and has been taking that not quite a week. She also brightens up and tells me that she has gotten a letter from a grandson who is in the Navy and its the first contact that she has had with anyone in her family and she was very pleased. After discussing it, I encouraged her that if she writes back to do so asking about him and seeing how he is and telling him a childhood story that she remembers about him as she shared that with me.

DIAGNOSES: Generalized arthralgias, myalgias, peripheral neuropathy, HTN and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/24 note.

ALLERGIES: AMOXICILLIN, DOXYCYCLINE and ALEVE.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and oriented x3, pleasant, cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 149/73, pulse 72, respirations 14 and weight 202 pounds.

NEURO: She is able to happily relate the story about her grandson and feels like to have a reconnection with somebody in her family and I told her that it was a wonderful thing and to approach it in a way that will maintain the contact.
ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Pain management, Tylenol 500 mg two tablets to be given at 8 a.m., 8 p.m., and midnight.
