CC: Increased confusion, wandering, and odd behaviors.

HPI: An 82-year-old seen in her room, seated in her recliner, watching television, and eating. When I went in and asked the patient how she was and she tells me about having nausea with vomiting that lasted 4 to 5 days. She told me how the nurses cleaned up her vomit on the floor, her bed, etc, and that she just felt terrible, later I related that to the DON and asked her about what other treatment she may have received and I am told that her emesis was x1, she did get Zofran and there was not a mess that anyone was aware of. She then goes into a long story how she had gone someplace just recently, a place that people go to rest and etc, etc. I told her she has not left the facility that she has been here the whole time and she just had this look on her face in disbelief and she states that it was real and I went there twice not clear what she is referencing and in any event just letting her talk she rambles and convoluted stories and she just is very surprised and hard to believe that what she is telling me has not actually occurred. She is not on any new medications. Denies having any urinary urgency or burning.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished female, in her recliner. She was eating a bowl of salad without dressing. She stopped eating after I came in.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/73, pulse 71, respirations 14 and weight 215 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Her lung fields are clear. No cough, symmetric excursion. She did not have her go to in place nor did she seem short of breath with her prolonged speaking.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She seated in her recliner as usual. She repositions herself a little bit, but does not get out the chair. She moves her arms in normal range of motion. She has no lower extremity edema. She remains ambulatory with her use of a walker. Denies falls.
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NEURO: Orientation x1 to 2. Speech is clear. Content is random and tangential. Stories or events that are very clear and specific in the way she describes them, but did not happen. She just seems taken a back by that.
ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Increase confusion and convoluted storytelling, UA to rule out infectious factor and I will enlist psych nursing as possible for additional assessment of the patient my thought is she may need inpatient psych for evaluation and treatment.
