CC: Bereavement.

HPI: An 88-year-old female who is now in AL. She has been there approximately two to three weeks. Her husband Homer remained in MC due to end-stage dementia with physical and verbal aggression, cursing all behaviors that were not consistent with who he was in his non-dementia life. She is seen today in room. Her husband passed on 11/22/23 and his memorial service will be 12/01/23 in Purcell were they lived and raised their families up until move to Harbor Chase. The patient was lying in bed, but very pleasant and thanked me for taking care of her husband and she reminisced on him, but also that he had been taken from her a while back and so she hopes that he is at peace. I told her that she would get to see him again. She knows where he is as they were both very active in their church and that he would be restored to wholeness and be the Homer that she married once again. She stated that she has had some difficulties sleeping. Denies any pain and some intermittent sadness thinking about him and just having to try and shake it off.

DIAGNOSES: Bereavement issues, unspecified moderate dementia, DM II, HTN, anxiety disorder, and ASCVD.

ALLERGIES: ACE inhibitors, Aricept, Demerol and morphine.

DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is lying in bed. She appeared rested and was alert and appeared calm.

CARDIAC: She has an regular rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently in her room and has a walker for distance. No lower extremity edema and moves arms in a normal range of motion.
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NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x2. She has to reference for date and time. Her speech is clear. She understands what I was stating to her including providing some medication for not able to sleep and anxiety. She stated that what I give it to her children to give her on Friday and I told her that I would. She states that she is glad for him that it is over. She relates that her family has been very supportive and she is reassured them that she is okay.

PSYCHIATRIC: She made good eye contact. She appeared rested and relaxed. She is able to recognize that where he was at the last days of his dementia was not just going to improve. She is able to express her self clearly in that regard.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Bereavement. Ativan 0.5 mg h.s. routine for one week and then return to p.r.n and we will request two tabs be sent with her son/POA Ron on Friday when they leave for services in the event that she needs them. She is aware of this and she said that she thinks it is a good idea.

2. DM II. I have scheduled A1c for 12/18/23, which will be 90 days.

3. Social. I spoke with both her husband who is POA and DIL who were here today extending my condolences and they were appreciative of the care extended to Mr. Musgrave. Direct POA contact is 20 minutes.
