CC: Decline with end-stage dementia.

HPI: A 93-year-old with end-stage vascular dementia who is a total assist for 6/6 ADLs. He is non-weightbearing. A Hoyer lift cannot be used in AL so it is taking about three of the staff members to do transfers. There have been a couple of staff who have been injured with musculoskeletal strain in doing this. The patient has become nonverbal. His speech before was difficult to understand and he did not particularly communicate with staff, but now he is not speaking at all. When asked basic questions that are yes/no, he just gives a straight-ahead stare. He is not able to feed himself. His daughter insists that he goes to the dining room for meals and that he stay there until he has eaten all his meal. He cannot feed himself; he spills everything on the floor and he does not eat. Despite all the food being on the floor, there is generally no more than a third off the plate. He is fully incontinent of bowel and bladder. He has a pendant and does not know or remember how to use it. Staff checks on him; however, the majority of the time he is by himself. VED has spoken to his daughter who has previously refused transfer to MC where he would receive the care that he needs. I am going to speak with the ED again regarding this patient’s issue.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: End-stage vascular dementia with total assist for 6/6 ADLs. The patient is non-weightbearing. He has to have two to three staff assisting in his transfer and it has to date resulted in injury to more than one staff person. Hopefully, the recommendation for move to MC will be met with understanding by the daughter though that has not been the past experience or notice of eviction will be given.
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
