CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to mild obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis. He has normal bowel sounds. No rebound. No tenderness to palpation.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Left hand has flexion deformity of his fifth digit. The patient cannot flex his fifth digit. All other extremities have full range of motion with no discomfort. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
