CC: Lab review.
HPI: The patient is a 96-year-old gentleman who was seen for the first time last week. He had a CBC that had been drawn at Mercy Clinic that I reviewed last week with his daughter and I ordered a CMP as that was not available. I reviewed it with him today, he was lying in his room, he awoke and I told him what the lab results were and the game plan to improve the things that needed to be addressed and he said “okay” and that was it. I then contacted his daughter/POA Jan Samples and she will also take care of the things that needed to be addressed.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hypoproteinemia. The patient’s albumin is 2.7 and protein is 6.0. I recommend pure protein via Sam’s Club one to be given Monday, Wednesday and Friday and order is written for staff to go in to the patient’s room at 2 p.m. and open a container of it for him and give it to him to drink and certainly he can have an additional if he wants one.
2. Other noted thing is hypokalemia. Potassium is 3.3. The patient is on Lasix 20 mg q.d. and I will start the Klor-Con 10 mEq MWF. A followup K will be done in 3 to 4 weeks.
