CC: Lab review.
HPI: The patient is an 84-year-old female with moderate Alzheimer’s disease who had baseline labs drawn that today I reviewed with her husband/POA Alan Evans. The patient was observed sitting out in the lobby and I spoke to her then and I told her that I had her lab work and asked her if she wanted to know what the results were and she said “will sure” and so I essentially reassured her that all of her blood work was good to indicate normal liver and renal function and that her thyroid function was nice and normal; she was pleased to hear that. I contacted her POA and went over those things with him as well and he appreciated being called. He also brought up the issue of DNR and this is something that I had spoken with him about last week. Spouse wants to talk to his children about this, so that they are included in the decision-making. I reminded him that it in no way limits routine ongoing care, DNR simply applies to cardiopulmonary failure only.
The patient’s lab work, CBC, hemoglobin and hematocrit are WNL at 11.60 and 37.53 and platelet count normal at 305.6. A screening TSH is also WNL and CMP, liver and renal function normal, electrolytes normal, and total protein and albumin well within normal at 6.3 and 4.0; no intervention required. Has been appreciated again the call for this and the patient smiled when I told her everything was within normal.
