This is an 89-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of stroke, aspiration, weakness, shortness of breath, and recent falls to the point that he is longer able to ambulate. He is totally bedbound, sleeping a lot, has difficulty with urination, coronary artery disease and TIAs.

He also suffers from hyperlipidemia and hypertension. His wife was quite concerned because of the fact that he was not able to urinate. Medications reviewed which include Lipitor, losartan, Plavix, aspirin, and Procardia. The Lipitor will be discontinued because he is not eating very much.
Previous medication included Flomax which he is not currently taking. It was resumed today because I believe that is causing his urinary retention symptoms. There is no evidence of retention today. He is lying down and it is hard for him to urinate and I believe that Flomax would help him with the urination.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: His only surgery he has had is right kidney surgery in the past, but no cancer.

Once again, he is ADL dependent. He is incontinent. He is weak. He has extensive smoking in the past, but none recently. He and his wife have been married for two years, known each other since 1985, but they have children from different marriages.
The patient’s wife is also concerned about the fact that he is sleeping a lot. I explained to her that he is having most likely TIAs and with a history of stroke, he has chronic aspiration, he eats very little and the demise is expected and, given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has weeks to months to live, less than six months for sure. This was all discussed and explained to the wife before leaving.
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
