He is eating very little. He is thin. He is very weak. He lives in his own home. He has other people that rent rooms from him, but this is his own home that he lives in. His weakness and his weight loss are related to his endstage COPD and so is his tachycardia. His O2 sat was 100% on 3 L and heart rate of 110. Overall prognosis is poor. Given the patient’s progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
