PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake. He is alert. He has memory deficit.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/70. Pulse 65. Temperature 97.6°F. Respirations 18. Pulse oximetry 97%. Body weight 185.8 pounds.

HEENT: Atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes: Anicteric. No ear or nasal discharge.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Trace edema of both legs, but there is no calf tenderness.

Neurologic: He is awake and alert. Memory deficit.

ASSESSMENT:
1. The patient has been admitted for continuation of his care.

2. Peripheral vascular disease status post revascularization.

3. Hypothyroidism.

4. Memory impairement with cognitive deficit.

5. History of asthma/COPD.

PLAN OF CARE: He does have leg edema that responded very well to Lasix that is currently improving. Hypertension has improved. I have reviewed all his medications. We will continue current medications and outpatient followup with vascular team. Care plan discussed with the patient and the nursing staff.
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
