Dear Dr. Khan:

This is a followup for Mr. Bashore who has chronic kidney disease and prior bladder cancer.  Has an ileal loop, obstructive uropathy and ureteral stents, also has an ostomy from colectomy Crohn’s disease.  Since the last visit in June no blood or melena.  No abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Denies infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Ureteral stents are changed every three months in University of Michigan.  Hard of hearing.  No increase of dyspnea.  No chest pain or palpitation.
Review Of System:  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list review.  On treatment for high potassium three days a week, bicarbonate replacement and magnesium replacement.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 132/60 on the right-sided.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No gross arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Ileal loop on the right.  Ostomy on the left.  No peritonitis.  No ascites.  Uses a Walker.  Has neuropathy but no ulcers.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries October, creatinine 2.8, which is baseline representing a GFR of 21 stage IV.  Normal sodium, upper potassium and metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 10.2.  Large red blood cells 104 with a normal white blood cell and platelet.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No indication for dialysis.  As indicated above bladder cancer resection, ileal loop, obstructive uropathy and ureteral stents.  Continue bicarbonate replacement and management of high potassium.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  Blood test came back from today creatinine worse at 3.2.  We are going to repeat it on the next week to assess for imaging or referral back to university early on or early exchange of ureteral stents.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
