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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in December 2017.  The patient was on a military ship, of the coast of Oman.  The patient was telling me that the boat was rocking.  The rock was in a special position in such a way that he fell down.  As a matter of fact, he fell down a ladder.  As he fell down the ladder, he hit the steps.  He hit the head.  The patient tells me that he was bleeding from the head on the forehead.  The patient tells me that he felt disorientation and confusion.  He also has severe headache as his head hit the ladder, which is metal component.  The patient was confused.  The patient has a lot of pain in the head.  The patient does not remember the loss of any consciousness.  However, for the next few days, the patient has severe headache every day.

The patient currently does have chronic headaches from this.  The patient tells he has headaches almost every day.  It is around the head.  The patient has hearing loss from this.  The patient has trouble focusing.  The patient has lightheadedness.  The patient has tinnitus in the ears bilaterally.  The patient has hearing loss bilaterally.  The patient has difficulty to focus.
The patient is currently working for embroidery.  The patient tells me in the next few weeks, he probably going to become a firefighter.  The patient tells me that his headache is affecting his job.  The patient is not able to focus.  The patient has decrease in concentration.  The patient has chronic headaches.  This is affecting him significantly in his job.  The patient tells me that he is not a ble to focus because of the headaches.  The patient also has hearing deficits and tinnitus.

The patient also tells me that he has exposure to multiple weapons.  The patient tells me that his exposure to weapons and cannons, causing to have hearing deficit.  The patient tells me that he is around a lot of explosives and explosions.
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
