This is a 70-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. The patient also suffers from kidney failure stage IIIB, volume overload, anemia, renal insufficiency, and weakness. The patient has increased short of breath, cardiac cachexia, weight is down to 105 pounds now compared to 107 pounds previously. O2 sat goes down to 85% with activity, requires oxygen at all times. The patient is also confused because of hypoperfusion related to her congestive heart failure and atrial fibrillation with a loss of cardiac output of 5-10%. The patient belongs to New York Heart Association class IV congestive heart failure. The weight loss and the cardiac cachexia is unavoidable. The patient tolerated reduction in prednisone slowly well. She also has a history of PND and orthopnea as well. She has not required any nitroglycerin most recently she tells me. She is ADL dependent. She has a maximum AC of 26. FAST of 7C, and KPS score of 30%.
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
