REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: No pain.

Genitourinary: No hematuria.

Neuro: Awake, forgetful, and generalized weakness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is lying in the bed.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 139/80, pulse 76, temperature 97.6, respiration 20, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: The patient is awake, forgetful and disoriented.

ASSESSMENT:

1. CVA.

2. Hypertension.

3. Dyslipidemia.

4. Dementia.
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5. History of anoxic brain injury secondary to substance abuse.

6. History of hypertension.

7. Dementia.

PLAN: I have reviewed the medications. I have reviewed the labs. At this point, continue all his current medications aspirin 81 mg daily, HCTZ 25 mg daily, Senokot for constipation, nifedipine XL 90 mg daily, Tylenol 650 mg q.6h p.r.n., vitamin D supplement daily, and Lipitor 20 mg daily. All the medication will be continued and patient will be monitored.
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
