Dear Ms. Macht:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Krepps with stage IV chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  His last visit was September 7, 2023.  Since his last visit he had lumbar fusion surgery by Dr. Mark Adams in Saginaw, it was L3 and L4 that were fused and there was lots of hardware inserted he reports that was about two weeks ago so he is unable to drive currently and that is why we are doing telemedicine visit today.  He still has pain in the area where the incision is, but his legs are a lot better now.  All the nerve pain and pain in the legs is improved.  He also had cataracts removed from each eye since his last visit and he can see much better.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood.  No current edema.

Medications:  Since his last visit gabapentin and Trulicity have been discontinued, for pain he is using oxycodone every eight hours as needed for back pain and that is helping.  I also want to highlight the torsemide 10 mg twice a day and he takes two TUMS at bedtime those are unchanged.  Other medications are unchanged.

Physical Examination:  Weight 204 pounds and blood pressure 121/74.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done November 20, 2023, creatinine was slightly improved it is 3.23 was estimated GFR of 20, albumin 4.1, calcium 8.5, electrolytes are normal, phosphorus 3.7, hemoglobin 12.8 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IV chronic kidney disease with slightly improved creatinine levels.  We will continue monthly lab studies.

2. Hypertension is well controlled.

3. Type II diabetes.  The patient reports that is well controlled also and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in three months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
