SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen by me as a followup today for cough and congestion. Chest x-ray done already yesterday it shows right middle lobe atelectasis and diffuse interstitial opacification of thickness nonspecific. The patient still has a cough and congestion. I have discussed with the nursing staff. He was started yesterday on doxycycline 100 mg b.i.d. for acute bronchitis and I have discussed with him that we need to do COVID test also. He has no nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake. He is alert and sitting in the chair.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/74, pulse 76, temperature 98.4, respiration 20, pulse ox 94%, and blood sugar 132.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric. No ear or nasal discharge.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and sitting in the chair. He has left-sided weakness.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Acute bronchitis.

2. Cough and congestion due to bronchitis.

3. Atelectasis.

4. Previous CVA with left-sided weakness.

5. Pulmonary hypertension.

6. Peripheral vascular disease.

7. Diabetes mellitus.

8. Cognitive impairment.

9. Depression.

10. History of DVT.

PLAN: The patient has been started on doxycycline will complete the course of seven days. Continue cough medication. He will also get COVID test and continue all his current medications. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff.
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
