SUBJECTIVE: This is a 62-year-old male with multiple medical problems CVA, hypertension, diabetes, expressive aphagia, and dysphagia. He is seen today for followup for medical problems. The patient is lying in the bed. He has no headache. No dizziness. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills. Poor historian.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed. He has been on lisinopril 40 mg daily, Coreg 12.5 mg b.i.d., multivitamin daily, metformin 1000 mg twice a day, aspirin 81 mg daily, Remeron 15 mg daily, Lexapro 10 mg daily, Keppra 1000 mg in the evening, Senokot for constipation, tramadol 60 mg half tablet every six hours p.r.n., nifedipine XL 60 mg daily, clonidine 0.1 mg every eight hours as needed for systolic BP more than 170, Tylenol 650 mg three times a day as needed for pain, gabapentin 100 mg three times a day, Dilantin Infatabs 50 mg one tablet three times a day, atorvastatin 80 mg daily, and gabapentin 100 mg three times a day.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 123/70, pulse 75, temperature 97.6, respiration 18, pulse ox 97%, and blood sugar 199.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake, expressive aphagia, and right-sided weakness.

ASSESSMENT:

1. CVA with right-sided weakness.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Expressive aphagia.

5. Ambulatory dysfunction.

6. History of seizure disorder.

7. History of diabetes and depression.
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PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. Discussed with nurse. No new issues reported.
