PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Negative Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative. Neuropsychiatric: Negative except for decreased social contact with evident increased anxiety in my presence.

IMPRESSION: Schizoaffective disorder with anxiety.

PLAN: On his request, for better control of his symptoms, we will increase the medication to take one to two twice a day as needed with followup with Tri-County and here as needed for refills.
