HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In 2015, he was in North Africa.  The patient tells me that a heavy metal tube of about 30 pounds, fell on top of his head.  He tells me that he started bleeding on the top of the head.  He had immediately severe pain, dizziness, confusion, and disorientation.  It was so severe to the point that he fell down and go down the hills.  Did not lose consciousness.  However, he went to the medical tent.  He required seven stitches on the front and top of the head.  The patient had severe head pain for many days after that.
Since the event, the patient had subsequent headaches.  The patient has sporadic blurred vision.  The patient has dizziness and vertigo symptoms.  The patient has short-term memory problems.  The patient has confusion and disorientation.
The patient is currently working as a carpenter.  He tells me that the frequent headache is significantly affecting his work.  He is not able to concentrate and focus.  The blurred vision also affecting him working as a carpenter.  His dizziness and vertigo symptoms also affecting his balance and affecting him to work as a carpenter.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2015, a heavy metal tube was about 30 pounds, fell on top of his head.  The patient had immediate confusion, disorientation, and severe head pain.  The patient was bleeding profusely from the top of the head.  The patient required seven stitches.  Since the event, the patient has severe head pain, dizziness and vertigo symptoms, memory problems, vision, and blurred vision symptoms. It is my opinion that the head trauma followed by severe head pain, confusion, disorientation, dizziness and vertigo symptoms are all common signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.
