HISTORY: This is a 60-year-old gentleman here with pruritic rash on his upper extremities. The patient states this has been going on for approximately four days or so. He states he has had scabies in the past and symptoms are similar. He states he works at the airport and comes in contact with a cascade of people, animals, and believes that is where the rash started.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 153/95.

Pulse 77.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with good range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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SKIN: Erythematous papules with burrows. These are discretely distributed on his upper extremities, waistline, and web space. No vesicles. No bullae. No fluctuance. No tender to palpation.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X is normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Scabies.

2. Rash.

3. Pruritus.

PLAN: The patient was given the following prescription: Permethrin 5% cream apply from head to toe, avoid eyes, ears, nose, and anus, leave for 8 to 14 hours then wash off. He was strongly encouraged to do this only once and if he does not get better, to come back within seven days.

He was given the opportunity to ask question and he states he has none.
