The patient is an 84-year-old woman being evaluated for atopic dermatitis. The patient is on hospice currently with endstage dementia. The patient has blanching rash about the chest wall, upper back and the lower abdomen where the diaper touches her chest wall.

The patient has been on numerous medications. To mention a few, clobetasol, clotrimazole, betamethasone, triamcinolone and nystatin with some help. The rash appears to be dermatitis. We cannot rule out a fungal element. A 15-day course of prednisone 5 mg three tablets twice a day for five days and then taper and also Lamisil 250 mg one a day for the next two weeks. We will reassess at that time.
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
