HPI: A 93-year-old gentleman with gait instability who uses a walker to get around, had a fall in his apartment. He stated that he was going to sit on one end of his couch and after he sat down, was trying to reposition his walker, put it beside his couch, he lost his balance, fell forward and hit his left ear on a countertop as he fell down. He went to HPI Community Hospital, was evaluated with CT imaging, which ruled out any acute events. The patient had laceration to his left ear and received sutures and today when I saw him he asked me to tell him what it looked like and I reassured him that while his ear was swollen and it was kind of purple in color due to bruising that the suturing they did was very clean and there was edema that would go away and his ear would be back to normal in a matter of a few weeks and I told him that he would be having the sutures removed early next week. Overall, he is feeling good and has no complaints.
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
