CC: Behavioral issues.
HPI: A 78-year-old male with dementia who has a history of inappropriate sexual comments and/or gestures. On 12/08/23, I was contacted for an issue that had occurred with patient and at that time the decision was made to set clear boundaries with patient and his son together the DON and ED spoke with both of them directly and that is if there continued to be these behavioral issues that he would receive an eviction notice and the intermittent option of going to Geri psych was also presented. After I had spoken with the son later on the 12/08/23, he related that there had been previous behavioral issues of a racial nature that had led to eviction from facility in Texas and in Paul’s Valley and are likely more than those two. The patient since then has walked a fine line. He makes eye contact or alludes to the fact that he wants to say something and today he actually said and made gestures that were completely inappropriate of a sexual nature. I was contacted by DON who is agreeable that he needs to be sent to Geri psych. I made contact with Dr. Robert Morton who is the medical director of Rolling Hills in Ada and told him about the patient. He is agreeable to admitting the patient provided bed availability. The patient’s admission information as well as documentation of the behavioral issues were also forwarded to Rolling Hills and son /POA Matt Venable was informed by the ED that family either he or his brother would need to sit with his father or provide a sitter until he is moved to or sent to Geri psych.
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
