CC: Nausea and later contacted regarding fall with request for hospice evaluation.

HPI: An 85-year-old female with vascular dementia and recent staging placing her in the advanced category continues to reside in AL. She generally stays in her room and needs prompting to come for meals or has meals brought to her. She remains ambulatory however she recently had a left lower extremity injury post fall with a splint in place that has been subsequently removed at bedtime. She is to ask for help rather than try to get up on her own but she did try to get up on her own and it resulted in a fall on 12/04/23. The fall occurred as she rolled out of bed. Request for hospice evaluation received with order given.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Nausea. Zofran 4 mg ODT tab q4 hours p.r.n.

2. Hospice request. Traditions hospice to evaluate and treat patient.

3. Fall. She has had more than one fall trying to get out of bed and having her left leg injured has not helped. I am requesting hospice to evaluate and provide hospital bed for patient.
