CC: Nausea and congestion.

HPI: A 93-year-old female who rarely complains and is rather stoic with any discomfort however she has experienced some nausea, which is unusual for her. Her nausea also with the small amount of emesis. She has also had some cough with congestion. It has been persistent for the last day and she is just now said something to staff about it and the cough was evident in their presence. She has no fevers or chills and she was subsequently COVID positive.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Nausea. Zofran ODT 4 mg one tab q.4h p.r.n.

2. Cough with congestion. Mucinex DM two caps p.o. b.i.d. routine x 48 then p.r.n. The patient is capable of asking for medicine.

3. COVID positive. The patient in room and in addition to staff checking on her she knows to use her call light for assist.
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
