CC: Cough, congestion, and sore throat.

HPI: A 61-year-old with a runny nose. He was started on Mucinex 600 mg q.12 when I was out of town last week. He does not believe that it is working for him because of the runny nose. I told him that Mucinex gets rid of anything that is congested and he likely no longer needs it. He also got a sore throat that is new. He denies any fevers or chills. He has an intermittent cough with clear expectoration.

DIAGNOSES: CVA late effects, wheelchair-bound, chronic seasonal allergies, GERD, depression and HLD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/01/23 note.

ALLERGES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and well-noursihed male gets around in his manual wheelchair without difficulty.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/65, pulse 68, temperature 98.1, respirations 16, and O2 sat 93%.

HEENT: Sclerae mildly injected. No drainage. Nares he has a runny nose with clear drainage. Nasal mucosa are boggy and edematous. Oropharynx is red appears irritated. No plaque or exudate. Some mild edema. He does have a few anterior cervical nodes nontender.

RESPIRATORY: He has normal effort and rate with cough. He did have rhonchi on the left side.
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NEUROLOGIC: He is alert and oriented x 2-3. He is baseline and remains interactive. He is able to give information. He is aphasic. So it is by gesture and interpreted by staff that know him well.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Pharygitis. Doxycycline 100 mg b.i.d. x 7 days.

2. Congestion Changing Mucinex to go one tab p.o b.i.d. p.r.n for one week.
