CC: Eye irritation and UTI followup.

HPI: An 86-year-old who is reported to have red irritated eyes for the last couple of days. When the patient was seen he was sitting quietly in his room. I was able to see his eyes and there was in fact some bilateral mild injection. I asked if he had any irritation or any kind of eye pain, he denied. I asked if there is any change in his vision, he said no. The patient has not had a recent URI and is COVID negative. The patient was recently treated for a UTI, antibiotic has been completed. He was placed on a probiotic at wife’s request while he received the antibiotic as that is complete. The patient requests that it be stopped He does not like taking it. The patient was observed sitting out in the day room with other residents. During the afternoon at the Highlands he was quiet, keeps to himself, did not really interact with anyone and then later was sitting in his room in a bedside chair and was quiet just staring ahead.

DIAGNOSES: Moderate stage Alzheimer’s disease, HTN, hypothyroid, IBS and wheelchair-bound.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/25/23 note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Mechanical soft with ground meat with gravy.

HOME HEALTH: Golden Age.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is quite and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/82, pulse 85, respirations 16, and O2 sat 96% and weight 246 pounds.
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HEENT: Bilateral sclerae are injected. No drainage or evidence of matting. He denies tenderness to palpation of periorbital area. His nares are patent without congestion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has fairly good neck and truncal stability in his manual wheelchair that he propels with his feet. He has no lower extremity edema. He is able to weight bear and requires transfer assist.

NEUROLOGIC: His orientation x1-2. He is quiet. He will give one to two word responses to questions. Affect is generally bland. He will make eye contact when spoken to. He is a man of few words overall during free time amongst other residents he does not initiate contact and has very limited response when others speak to him.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Bilateral eye irritation. Visine A eye drops two drops to both eyes four times daily x3 days then p.r.n.

2. Probiotic discontinue. The patient has completed antibiotic and does not want to be on this any longer so it is discontinued.
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
