He is both on oxygen and breathing treatments on a regular basis. He also requires anxiolytic to help with his anxiousness. His mentation is decreased because of hypoperfusion. He has KPS score of 40%. The patient’s care was discussed with the staff at the care facility at were Mr. Follmer resides as well.
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
