HPI: A 78-year-old gentleman seen in room, he was seated quietly in his manual wheelchair, he appeared comfortable and, when I asked him if he had a bowel movement last evening, he stated no and stated, however, that he did today and made up for yesterday. He stated that he had to strain and that it was painful, but he was able to finally pass a large amount of firm stool. I told him about the medication that he would get on a daily basis and that if he felt like he needed to go and could not that he could ask for the milk of magnesia. As to the bleeding, the patient stated that he had not had any rectal bleeding until after the bowel movement and it was just a small amount. Overall, he states that he has just had small amounts to eat, he has not really felt like eating and I encouraged him to continue drinking fluids especially water, so we will see if he does.
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
