CC: Hospital readmit note.

HPI: A 76-year-old female who was hospitalized and returned to the facility two days prior to being seen. The patient had routine mammogram there were suspicious lesions found on her right breast. She underwent biopsy found to be malignancy and was admitted for lumpectomy, which was performed without any problem. The patient was also found to be anemic, was transfused 2 units of packed RBCs and hydrated with IBF. Since her return she has stayed in bed states that she is drinking fluid and her appetite is fair and she tells me that the next plan is for radiation therapy to her right breast. The patient spends her days lying in bed watching TV is content with doing that. She does share a room with her husband who spends a fair amount of time in there with her otherwise is out smoking.

DIAGNOSES: Right breast new breast cancer noted status post lumpectomy with pending radiation therapy, chronic systolic CHF, COPD, gait abnormality with limited mobility requires a wheelchair, mixed anxiety and depression, cervical spondylosis, insomnia, hypertension, chronic anemia, atrial fibrillation ,obstructive sleep apnea, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Change from previous note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient lying quietly in bed. She was alert and cooperative to being seeing.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/63, pulse 74, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, O2 saturation is 96%, and weight 180 pounds.

HEENT: She has got shoulder length hair that is uncapped. Her face is puffy. She is edentulous. Nares patent.

CARDIAC: She has an irregular rhythm at a regular rate with a systolic ejection murmur at the left second ICS.

ABDOMEN: Soft, obese, nontender, and hypoactive bowel sounds.

RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields and breath sounds heard relatively clear but decreased bibasilar breath sounds.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. New right breast cancer status post lumpectomy with pending radiation therapy and she will let me know if things progress. She is followed at Integra Southwest Hospital.

2. Anemia. The patient reports being transfused while in the hospital, does not remember how much and will order follow up labs to see what her H&H are now post-transfusion.

3. General care. The patient is to remind to stay hydrated. If she can get up and move around a little bit that is better for her than not moving around so we will see what she does.

CPT 99345. MP remains pending of what is complete she has a normal sodium at 143 and a slight increase in her BUN to creatinine ratio at 9.1.
