CC: Hospice discussion.

HPI: An 89-year-old gentleman with unspecified dementia, recent staging with progression. The patient is no longer able to sit upright, leans to the left and unable to straighten self up, no longer able to feed self. Decrease in verbalization and decreased overall strength. I placed calls yesterday to his stepson/POA Tom Jobe. Mr. Jobe returned my call this afternoon and so I was able to speak with him regarding the patient’s disease progression and the role of hospice in his care. At this point, I told him that normally the recommendation is for memory care which would be appropriate for the patient and the only way to remain in AL is with hospice following the patient and explained to him the difference between home health and hospice. His wife was listening on the phone as he told me and they both had some questions that I addressed and he asked to get back with me as they need to talk about this decision. Within an hour, he contacted me again stating that they were ready to move forward with hospice and I clarified if they had a preference, they did not and he said he would go with my recommendation. 
DIAGNOSES: Dementia staging with disease progression, difficulty holding self upright – he leans to the left and forward and unable to pull self in a straight up position, no longer able to feed self, decreased speech and articulation, and unable to propel self in manual wheelchair.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dementia progression to severe state with above new deficits. I spoke with the patient’s stepson/POA Tom Jobe who after discussion with his wife, they opted for hospice evaluation and treatment and agreed with Valir Hospice. So, order is written and faxed to Valir to evaluate and treat the patient for same diagnosis.
