CC: Sore on right foot and dental issues.

HPI: A 63-year-old gentleman with expressive aphasia and right side hemiplegia secondary to CVA several years ago. The patient came up to me when I was getting ready to see another patient, wanting to be seen and I told him that I would get to him when I was done. He can be impulsive so when I did see him in addition to his foot that he was pointing to, he then points to his teeth. He has a history of very poor dentition with multiple dental caries and this has been an ongoing issue as I cared for him for five years in another facility. The patient is able to eat. He denies any difficulty chewing or swallowing. When I asked about pain, he shook his head no but then he shows me how he has some loose teeth among those remaining.

DIAGNOSES: Right side hemiplegia status post CVA, expressive aphasia, dysphagia, HLD, GERD, unspecified depression, chronic pain syndrome, COPD, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from note one week ago.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular diet.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-developed and well-nourished gentleman seated in his manual wheelchair, eager to be seen.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/81, pulse 75, temperature 96.5, respirations 18, O2 saturation 97%, and weight 237.4 pounds.
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HEENT: Corrective lenses in place. EOMI. PERLA. Moist oral mucosa. He has about six teeth up front on the bottom. They all appear decayed. There is one on the right side that he moves and it is only slightly loose and the top front teeth he has three with the right front being loose and he is moving it back and forth. I told him to just quit doing that and those are also in bad shape. The patient reassures me he brushes his teeth and points to the electric toothbrush that he has.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. His lungs are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: Bilateral lower extremities he has +1 to 2 edema and the right foot plantar surface near the outer aspect a superficial sore. There is no redness, warmth, or tenderness. No drainage. There is a light brown eschar and this is the foot that he is not able to use to propel or weight bear.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dental caries and loose teeth. I spoke to the social worker. She will arrange a dental appointment for the patient to evaluate and treat. I told him that would be coming up and we will just see what they recommend or what they do.

2. Right foot plantar sore. I spoke with Dr. Allison Murphree who does wound care and she will see the patient on Monday as a new patient and hopefully write something like DuoDerm. It does not appear that he needs antibiotic at this time.
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
