CC: Morning hypoglycemia.

HPI: A 55-year-old gentleman with type II diabetes mellitus. The patient receives Lantus 35 units q.d. and Humalog sliding scale q.i.d. The home nurse tells me that his morning fingersticks tend to run low. We reviewed them for the past two weeks and they are in the 30s and 40s. The patient appears asymptomatic. The patient is adamant about having q.i.d. fingersticks. The patient’s last A1c on 11/17/25 was 7.4 and his previous A1c on 03/20/25 was 7.6. After reviewing and looking at decreasing his monotherapy of Lantus 35 units q.d. and his A1c of 7.40 which is in target range for his age, we will do a trial of decreasing his a.m. insulin which is of 24 hour duration, leave it as is at the current 35 units q.a.m. When it comes to the h.s. FSBS, it can be checked, but the patient is not to be given insulin regardless of the value and will do a followup next week of what his a.m. FSBS have been.
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
