CHIEF COMPLAINT: Cough and congestion, not feeling any better.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 64-year-old woman who has been on steroids, antibiotics and breathing treatments at home. She is not feeling any better. She comes in today with cough, congestion, and wheezing. She has not slept all night.

She has not responded to Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak, albuterol inhaler, and Alahist DM.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Gastroesophageal reflux, anxiety, and depression.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, cholecystectomy, and back surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Opposite page along with what I mentioned.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and DEMEROL.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She does smoke. She does not drink alcohol. She lives with her husband. She said she could not sleep all night and kept him up all night.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 274 pounds, O2 sat 95%, temperature 98, respirations 22, pulse 89, and blood pressure 120/73.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Rhonchi, rales, and wheezes.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

LABS: Previous blood work shows increased liver function tests most likely related to fatty liver. Chest x-ray yesterday and this time showed secretion retention and pneumonia.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Worsening symptoms.

2. Exacerbation of COPD.

3. Spoke to Dr. James in the emergency room. The patient is going to the ER to be evaluated via CT scan and further blood tests.

4. Did not give her any injections or antibiotics today before going to the ER.

5. The patient will go to the emergency room at Texas Emergency right now where I have discussed her case with Dr. James regarding what medications she is on and what needs to be done.
