HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old little girl. She was outside today playing, she encountered a dog, the dog bit her on her left leg. The patient did not immediately seek medical treatment earlier this morning, she waited a few hours and came to see us today. Result of the dog bite left one small puncture wound near the lateral side of that left leg.

No surrounding erythema. Surrounding skin is grossly intact. There is no oozing. There is no bleeding.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: The patient’s father tells me that the tetanus immunization is current.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 96/44, pulse 100, respirations 18, temperature 98.1, oxygenation 98% on room air, and current weight 74 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
Examination of the dog bite on that left leg lateral side, surrounding skin is intact. There is no excessive erythema. One small puncture wound is identified. No signs or symptoms of infection at this point although it has only been a few hours.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Dog bite. The patient will be given amoxicillin twice a day as an antibiotic therapy, she will do that for 10 days. They are going to keep an eye on that wound. The wound is dressed, just all that is needed is a Band-Aid along with antibiotic cream. We are going to monitor symptoms and look for improvement. Return to clinic p.r.n.
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
