HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-year-old female patient here with flu-like symptoms, fever, body aches, headache, and cough. She has had these symptoms for three days now. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.
Two other siblings with similar symptoms as well.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 113/62, pulse 98, respirations 16, temperature 99.6, oxygenation 97%.
HEENT: Ears: Mild tympanic membrane erythema. Canals are grossly clear. Oropharyngeal area very mild erythema. Oral mucosa moist. Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABS: Today, include a flu test. She was positive for influenza type B.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Influenza type B. The patient will be given Tamiflu per weight protocol twice a day for five days. She is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and monitor her symptoms.

2. Cough. Bromfed DM 5 mL four times daily p.r.n. cough.

3. Once again, they are going to monitor the symptoms, plenty of fluids, and plenty of rest. Return to clinic or call if needed.
